SUPPLEMENTARY REGULATIONS
ANNOUNCEMENT
Ilkley & District Motor Club Limited will promote a Yorkshire  Centre Restricted Competition, 
incorporating a Clubmans event, starting from Middleton Moor, Ilkley (Map Reference 104 / 
115 505) on Saturday 29th March 2008. The event will run under Permit No. 20903 and will 
be called 'The Ilkley Grand National' .For Adults, Solo, Exp, Inter, Nov, and Novice 
Clubmans class
JURISDICTION
The event will run under the National Sporting Code and T.S.R's or Standing Regulations 
of the A.C.U., the Yorkshire Centre and the following Supplementary Regulations.
ELIGIBILITY
The event is open to all fully paid up members of clubs affiliated to the Yorkshire Centre. All 
riders must be current A.C.U. affiliated members. Machines must be licensed and comply 
with all legal and A.C.U. regulations.
START
Middleton Moor, near Ilkley, West Yorkshire (Map Ref. 104 / 115 505). Signposted from 
Ilkley Bridge.
TIME
First man away at 1.00 p.m. and the remainder at 30 second intervals. Individual start times 
will be notified in the final instructions.
ENTRIES
Entries must be made on the form provided together with the correct fee (see entry form) 
and be received by the Secretary of Meeting by first post on Wednesday 26h March 2008. 
Team Entries (three riders) are £3.00 - available at the start. No rider to be in more than 
one team. Entries will be accepted on a first come, first served basis. The maximum entry 
for the meeting shall be 60.
AWARDS
The following awards will be presented to competitors in the full event only:
•Best Performance - The Ilkley Trophy (to be held for one year), plus an award.
•First Expert - The Scott Trophy (to be held for one year) plus an award.
•First Intermediate - Harold Scott Trophy (to be held for one year) plus an award.
•First Novice - a trophy (to be held for one year) plus an award.
•Second Expert, Intermediate & Novice - an award.
•Third Expert, Intermediate & Novice - an award.
•Fastest Time - an award.
•Best First Timer - Clayton Trophy (to be held for one year) and an award. 
•Team Prize - to the winning team of three riders.  *
•Best Ilkley & DMC member - subject to a minimum of three entries - an award.  *
•Best Over 40 - subject to a minimum of three entries - an award.
•Best Over 50 - subject to a minimum of three entries - an award.
•Best Bradford or West Leeds Novice - The Geoff Broadbent Award.  *
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The following awards will be presented to competitors in  the Clubmans event:
•First Clubman – G.A.Reed Trophy. (to be held for one year),  plus an award 
•Second Clubman - An award.
•Third Clubman - An award.

All riders who finish within the time limit will receive certificates.
No rider may win more than one award other than those marked * .
COURSE
Three laps of a circuit for Full event, two laps for Clubmans event. All the observed sections 
are on private land.
THE MAJORITY OF THE ROUTE LIES WITHIN WEST NIDDERDALE SITE OF SPECIAL 
SCIENTIFIC INTEREST. IN ORDER TO PREVENT UNNECESSARY DAMAGE, THE 
FOLLOWING CONDITIONS ARE IMPOSED: RIDING ON ANY PART OF THE COURSE 
BEFORE OR AFTER THE EVENT IS FORBIDDEN; COMPETITORS MUST FOLLOW THE 
MARKER FLAGS - PENALTY FOR BREACH OF EITHER IS EXCLUSION.
RESULTS
Will be based on timing and observation - see below. Clubmen will be classified separately.
TIMING
The average of the times of the ten fastest men for each event will be taken as STANDARD 
TIME for that event. One mark will be lost for each minute or part of a minute slower than the 
standard time. Competitors more than 60 minutes later than standard time will be deemed to 
have retired. All competitors must report to the TIMEKEEPER at the finish of the trial.
OBSERVATION
0, 1, 2, 3, 5. There will be no marshalling before sections. ALL OBSERVED SECTIONS 
MUST BE ATTEMPTED. TSR 22(B) system. NON STOP.
TIES
Ties will be decided as per TSR 26.
PROTESTS
NO PROTESTS will be entertained from Competitors finding any section(s) closed. No 
appeals for baulks will be allowed.
